When submitting your abstract please indicate:

1. Whether you would prefer to present you work as a poster or an oral presentation. Although we will endeavour to meet your wishes we cannot guarantee your requested presentation format.
2. Whether you are a student and would like to be considered for a travel award.

3. Whether you are a student or a first time speaker and would like to be considered for a prize.

Student members who are financial members of the NZ Nutrition Society are eligible to apply for student travel awards, to help cover the cost of travelling to the conference. These are available to student members who have submitted an abstract, and had it accepted for presentation. 
The NZ Nutrition Society awards prizes to NZ Nutrition Society members for the best student poster and the best oral presentation by a first time speaker. Award recipients will receive a monetary prize and a certificate. 
INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

An Abstract should consist of not more than 1 half A4 page of typing (500 words or the equivalent in title, tables, and text) and should comply with the specifications for Format below.

a) Text layout: A4 paper; single line spacing; font times new roman; point size=10 (unless otherwise stated).

b) Full title: Lower case; centred at the top of the page; bold font; point size=12

c) Authors name(s) and initials: Upper case; centred on page below title; point size=11.

d) Name and Address of institution: Lower case; italics; point size=10. Where the authors are usually employed. Changes of address may be stated in a footnote to the first page. Use superscript numbers after the author’s surname to indicate affiliation.

e) The abstract needs be structured and include the following titles: Background, Objectives, Design, Outcomes & Conclusion.
